If you are hungry or need extra food for your family, here are some local resources.  For other types of 

non-emergency assistance in Sonoma County, including where to get shelter, clothing, counseling, 
mental health aid, alcohol treatment, transportation, elder care, or job information, just dial 2-1-1, 
24-hours a day.  ​Please note that services provided change all the time. It is always best to call 

ahead to make sure the service you’re interested in is still provided!

To qualify for WIC, you must meet ​income guidelines​ and be in any of the following categories: 
A pregnant woman, a woman breastfeeding a baby under 1 year of age or a  woman who had a baby 
or was pregnant in the past 6 months,  a child up to his or her fifth birthday.
